. ESSAY — One (1) Standard Essay is required to fulfill the minimum standard requirement for all
applicants to be considered for all the scholarships.

The major lesson I learned from all the tournaments I lost, competitions in
which I didn’t place first and even the sermons from one Sunday to next are that of
resiliency. If Jesus Christ could die so that I could live, then I should live this life to the
fullest. There is no way I can quit or speak of what I can’t do with the example of love He
provided.

In conclusion, I am proud of what my transcripts and awards say about my character. My
transcript doesn’t speak of my future aspirations, dreams and strong will to succeed.
